Please pray with us as this would
require more facilities, and sponsorships would
be a great help as most families cannot provide
even the basic necessities for their children’s
schooling.

Then it was off to Cebu to meet my mother at
the airport. What a joy it was to have her back
for 3 weeks! Praise the Lord she was able to
ride the small boat to Galilee and the islands
and she even enjoyed getting around town with
me on the back of my motorcycle. She writes:
